Health Forms 

● Health forms are required for EVERY SCOUT in camp 

● The forms used MUST be the Boy Scouts of America specific form with Parts A & 

B completed and signed 

 

What to Bring to Camp – Scouts 

● personal dinner Tuesday and Wednesday in a marked Ziploc bag 

● personal water and drinks – containers should be marked with scout’s name 

● sunscreen 

● official camp T-shirt each day (mandatory for safety) 

● closed toe shoes – no sandals permitted 

● baseball hat (optional) 

Please watch the weather and pack appropriate amounts of liquids for your child based on his 

needs.  

 

Thursday Dinner  

Dinner on Thursday will be provided by Chick-fil-A, no need to bring dinner that night just a 

drink.  Individuals preferring not to eat Chick-fil-A will need to pack a dinner. 

 

Absent 

If your scout is going to be absent, call the person in charge of your Pack the morning that your 

child will not be attending, so we do not hold up camp waiting for a child that is NOT COMING.

Drop Off Procedure 

Option 1 – Drive in to the smaller parking lot at the west end of the park, circle around and drop 

off your scout near the pathway.  To help the flow of cars in and out of this lot, there will be NO 

PARKING to drop off your scout. 

Option 2 – Park in the Cecil Township Municipal Parking lot (east end of park) and walk your 

scout through the park and find the leader holding up his Pack number.  NO SCOUT WILL BE 

PERMITTED TO WALK THROUGH THE PARK WITHOUT AN ADULT. 

Late Drop Off ​– If for any reason you will be dropping off your scout after 3:00 pm notify your 

Leader you will be late.  Park in the Cecil Township Municipal Parking lot (east end of park) and 

walk your scout through the park to the First Aid station at the stage.  NO SCOUT WILL BE 

PERMITTED TO WALK THROUGH THE PARK WITHOUT AN ADULT.  You will be directed where to 

go to from there to check in with your Pack.  

 

Pick-up Procedure 

Option 1 – Drive in to the smaller parking lot at the west end of the park.  Hang a 8.5” x 11” 

sheet of paper from the review mirror with the scout’s last name and Pack number (as large as 

possible) on it.  A pants hanger works well for this.  Circle around to the pathway.  For the 

scout’s safety, they will only be permitted to get into cars once they reach the pathway 

entrance.  To help the flow of cars in and out of this lot, there will be NO PARKING to pick-up 

your scout.  BE PATIENT. 

Option 2 – Park in the Cecil Township Municipal Parking lot (east end of park) and walk through 

the park and find the leader holding up your son’s Pack number.  NO SCOUT WILL BE 

PERMITTED TO WALK THROUGH THE PARK WITHOUT AN ADULT.  Check in with the Pack Leader 

to have your scout signed out. 

Early Pick-up ​– If for any reason you will be picking up your scout before 8:30 pm notify your 

Leader you will be early.  Park in the Cecil Township Municipal Parking lot (east end of park) and 

walk through the park to the First Aid station at the stage.  Your scout will be walked to the 

stage by a Pack Leader and signed out to you.  NO SCOUT WILL BE PERMITTED TO WALK 

THROUGH THE PARK WITHOUT AN ADULT. 

 

PLEASE BE ON TIME SO THAT THE LEADERS AND VOLUNTEERS WHO HAVE SPENT THE BETTER 

PART OF THE DAY AT CAMP ARE ABLE TO LEAVE TO GO HOME.
